Each triple will play three games of 12 ends or 75 minutes
duration whichever ends first.

Every skip will have a coloured score card to correspond

with the scoreboard.

The game will commence when the bell is rung.

No jack to be delivered once the bell is rung indicating

the end of the 75 minutes.

If the jack is knocked out of court the end to be replayed.
However one shot will be awarded against any team that
knocks the jack out of court after the bell has been rung.

Two points will be awarded for a win & one point for a draw.
The triple with the highest number of points will be

the winners.

In the event of a tie then shot difference will count. If still a tie
then highest number of shots scored will decide the winners.
The winners will be presented with a perpetual trophy,

‘The Barry Boucher Memorial Trophy’ and £120 per triple.
The runners-up will receive the Charles Fortune Memorial Cup and
£90 per triple.

The third placed triple will receive £45 per triple.
